Recently, religious leaders from all major faith groups in the U.S. have begun to 
address the severe environmental, social, moral, economic and spiritual 
consequences that the climate crisis may bring.   
 
In Kansas, the movement to address climate change has already begun.   
 
Kansas Interfaith Power and Light will continue this work by… 

o Working with congregations to provide an energy audit of their facilities. 
o Connecting congregations with resources to pursue energy efficiency 

measures recommended in the energy audit. 
o Collaborating with congregations to monitor both the reduction of 

GHG emissions, and the energy savings of their actions. 
o Providing climate change and energy education through presentations 

and events in your congregation. 
o Offering leadership on state and national policy related to climate 

change and energy. 
 

Your Congregation will be invited to… 

 Engage in an ongoing process of education with congregants 

concerning environmental stewardship, energy production, and 

energy usage in relation to global climate change. 

 Incorporate elements of ecological spirituality in worship on a regular 

basis. 

 Conduct an energy audit of buildings to identify sources of energy 

waste and the potential financial savings of energy-related 

improvements. 

 Make energy efficiency improvements to the congregation’s facilities 

and vehicles. 

 Promote renewable energy, for example by purchasing green power, 

installing solar panels or a wind turbine, and/or investing in carbon offsets. 

 Analyze, reduce, and offset the environmental footprint of the 

congregation. 

 Support public policies that contribute to Kansas IPL’s stated mission.

28 states have IPL Chapters for Kansas to learn from 

  

Oregon IPL has led workshops on 
Green Building and Renovation.  
Congregations learned how to 
incorporate energy efficiency at 
every level, from using recycled 
construction materials to energy-
efficient lighting and insulation, to 
investing in renewable energy 
such as solar power.  
OrIPL offers 20-50% discounts on 
consulting services to member 
congregations, helping them to 
become better stewards of the 
Earthôs resources, as well as their 

finances. 

Texas IPL assists congregations in purchasing 

Renewable Energy Credits (RECs), which 

support Texas-generated renewable energy and 

offset the congregationôs carbon footprint. 

Iowa IPLõs Cool Congregations 

workshops teach participants 

how to organize a stewardship 

program in their own 

congregation - where 

congregants can pledge energy 

efficiency, save money and 

prevent global warming 

pollution.   

Example Congregation: 

First Baptist Church of Oakland, CA 

The church began its energy conservation efforts with an energy audit which 

revealed both areas of waste and opportunity.  Based on the auditôs results, the 

church decided to: 

 Replace incandescent bulbs with fluorescent ones. 

 Install 22 LED exit signs. 

 Replace the gymnasiumôs high energy 1,000 watt lamps with the 250 watt 

metal-halide lamps. 

 Install lighting sensors and low-flow toilets.  

The culmination of all of these energy retrofits, according to 

their pastor, ñhas reduced the total church expensive 

peak and partial peak electrical use by half and the off 

peak use by 10%, saving the church an enormous 

amount of money each year.ò
